Written by the teaching staff of the course T-560: Meeting the Challenge of Individual Differences, at the Harvard Graduate School of Education, this chapter reflects on potential applications of universal design for learning (UDL) in university courses, illustrating major points with examples. The authors emphasize the ongoing developmental nature of the course and UDL principles as tools or guidelines for postsecondary faculty, rather than as set of definitive rules. UDL is proposed as a way to address diversity and disabilities in higher education classrooms by shifting the burden of being flexible and responsive from the student to the curriculum.
